Después de la preparatoria, trabajé en la Federacién de Uniones
de Crédito en Yucatdn, llegando a ser el director de Imagen
Corporativa y Educacién. Posteriormente, estudié filosofia en la
Universidad Pontificia de México y me uni a los Padres Teatinos
en 1998. Completé mis estudios teoldgicos en la Universidad
Gregoriana de Roma y fui ordenado sacerdote religioso Teatino
el 4 de junio de 2009.

He servido en varios roles, incluyendo director Diocesano de
la Pastoral Hispana y como Director Asociado de Catequesis
en la Didcesis de Pueblo, Colorado. También fui Pdrroco y
Administrador de la Parroquia de la Sagrada Familia en Pueblo
durante nueve afios. Después de un afio sabdtico, fui reasignado a
la parroquia de San José en Grand Junction, Colorado, donde servi
solo por 9 meses, debido al fallecimiento de mi madre, lo que me
obligb a mudarme a México durante la pandemia. Fue durante
este tiempo que el Obispo Brenan y el P. Schalk me extendieron una
invitacion para unirme a la Didcesis de Columbus, la cual acepté,
iniciando un viaje manejando por tres dias con mi perro Romeo,
quien fallecié en marzo de 2025, desde mi llegada el 12 de Julio de
2021, servi por mds de 4 aios a las comunidades del Condado de
Tuscarawas, en la Parroquia de San José en Dover, Ohio, y en la
Santisima Trinidad en Zoar, Ohio. El Obispo Fernandes me pidié
que me mudara a Columbus para servir en la Parroquia de San
Pedro y Santa Juana de Arco, ahora, inicio esta nueva experiencia
prepardndome para servir en Santa Maria con Ustedes.

Gracias por todo el apoyo y la bienvenida que me han brindado
hasta ahora, espero poder seguir sirviéndoles como su sacerdote.

KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS

SANTA ROSA VENERINI

Santo del dia: 7 de mayo
Patrona de los maestros y educadores catdlicos

Rose Venerini nacié en Viterbo, Italia, hija de un médico. Tras
la muerte de su prometido, ingresé en un convento, pero
pronto regresoé a casa para cuidar de su madre, que acababa
de enviudar. Mientras tanto, Rose invitaba a las mujeres del
vecindario a rezar el rosario en su casa, formando con ellas
una especie de cofradia.

Mientras reflexionaba sobre su futuro bajo la guia espiritual
de un sacerdote jesuita, Rosa Venerini se convencié de que
estaba llamada a ser maestra en el mundo en lugar de una
monja contemplativa en un convento. Claramente, tomé la
decisién correcta: era una maestra nata, y la escuela gratuita
para nifias que abrié en 1685 fue muy bien recibida.

Pronto el cardenal la invité a supervisar la formacién de
maestras y la administracion de las escuelas en su didcesis de
Montefiascone. A medida que crecia la reputaciéon de Rosa,
se le pidi6é que organizara escuelas en muchas partes de ltalia,
incluida Roma. Su caracter también era adecuado para la
tarea, pues Rosa a menudo se enfrentaba a una considerable
oposicion, pero nunca se desanimaba.

Falleci6 en Roma en 1728, donde se le atribuyeron varios
milagros. Fue beatificada en 1952 y canonizada en 2006. La
cofradia, o grupo de mujeres a las que habia invitado a rezar,
recibié finalmente el rango de congregacién religiosa. Hoy en
dia, las llamadas Hermanas Venerini se encuentran en Estados
Unidos y en otros lugares, trabajando entre los inmigrantes
italianos.

Sea cual sea el estado de vida al que Dios nos llame, traemos
con nosotros una variedad de experiencias, intereses y dones,
por pequefos que nos parezcan. La vida de Rosa nos recuerda
que todo lo que somos estad destinado a ponerse al servicio
de los demas, dondequiera que nos encontremos.
